What does this mean for us?

Obvious Signs Do Tell The Season

As Christians, in order to reject truth, we must know what constitutes Bible Truth, which most of us do.
Jesus said, “I Am the Way, the Truth, and the Life…” [footnoteRef:4] [4:  John 14:6] 

As already prefaced, in John 17:17, we read, “…Thy Word is truth.”
The words of the Psalmist state in Psalm 119:142, “… Your Law is Truth.” Question: How might God’s last-day people be in danger of rejecting Truth?
    Any time we reject Jesus’ teaching throughout Scripture we are rejecting Truth. Any time we ignore any portion of God’s Word we are rejecting Truth. Any time we arbitrarily keep God’s Law we are rejecting Truth.
     
Let’s notice the words of James

 “Therefore, to him who knows to do good and does not do it, to him it is sin.” James 4:17 NKJV

The Example of Enoch

    “Enoch walked with God three hundred years before his translation to heaven, and the state of the world was not then more favorable for the perfection of Christian character than it is today. And how did Enoch walk with God? He educated his mind and heart to ever feel that he was in the presence of God, and when in perplexity his prayers would ascend to God to keep him. He refused to take any course that would offend his God. He kept the Lord continually before him.
He had no thought or will of his own. It was all submerged in the will of his Father. Now Enoch was a representative of those who will be upon the earth when Christ shall come, who will be translated to heaven without seeing death.” [footnoteRef:6] [6:  Ibid., p. 71.]
