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“Evangelize” 
Who, What, When, Where, Why & How?”
(Part I) 

    This issue of TPT (and more to follow) are deliberately addressing some very thought-provoking questions concerning evangelizing one’s community/territory.  Let’s begin this issue with word evangelize/evangelism. If we are admonished as God’s “remnant people” to evangelize, we must first know exactly what it means.

    Evangelist: a rendering from the Greek euaggelistes (Acts 21:8; Eph. 4:11; II Tim. 4:5), literally, “announcer of good tidings…” [footnoteRef:3]  [3:  Ibid. p. 346.] 

     To sum it up we can Biblically say, we have been called to announce the Good News of Salvation in Christ to every creature on earth.

What does this mean for us?

Obvious Signs Do Tell The Season

 Now that we know what it means to evangelize, let’s address the “why & when” questions of evangelize from God’s Word first.

Evangelize, Why & When?

1. Why? - Because Jesus said so, “Go into all the world teaching, and making disciples…,” Matt. 28:18-20.
2. Why? - Because Jesus will come again when everyone has had an opportunity to hear the “Good News…,” Matt. 24:14.
3. Why? -  It shows our love for God, and our fellow man, John 15:7-17; Matt. 7:20.
4. Why? – “Because you are the light of the world…,” Matt 5:14, 15.
5. Why? - Because many will not endure 
 sound doctrine/teachings, II Tim. 4:1-5.
     6.  Why? -  “… because the days are evil…, 
          Eph. 5:14-16.
     7.  When? - “…Now (today) is the day of 
          Salvation…,” II Cor. 6:2
     8.  When? – Now laborers are desperately 
          needed, “…The harvest is truly great but
          the laborers are few…,” Matt. 9:37, 38; 
          Luke 10:2; John 4:35; Rev. 14:15.
      9. When? – Whenever the opportunity arises, 
          which is every day!
